Course Unit – European  Environmental and Landscape Law
Objectives – The course aims at providing students with a broad overview of the most relevant issues relating to environmental law, both at International and European Union level. This will be done by analyzing the actors and institutions involved in the environmental governance as well as the main mechanisms and instruments used for environmental regulation.

Recommended  prerequisites – No specific prerequisites are required for this course

Contents 

The course is divide into three parts.

In the first one, the analysis will focus on the governance regime for environmental protection which exists at international and European Union level with some brief reference to the Italian situation.

The most relevant and urgent environmental issues and challenges will be examined with a close reference to their relevance from a sustainable development point of view.

The second part will be devoted to the analyses of the current models for environmental regulation existing at European Union level. The focus will be on the institutions and actors involved, on the different planning measures and on the horizontal and vertical legislation for environmental protection. 
A glance on the main future challenges will be also included.
In the third part, the most relevant international, European and Italian legislation for landscape protection will be examined.
Beside the traditional teaching activities, a series of seminars including the projection of videos on environmental matters will be organized.
