SOLIDARITY FUND 2018 ANNOUNCEMENT



Art.1 Objective and purpose
1. This Fund has been established to address particular, unanticipated cases during a student’s studies, whether involving a student personally or his/her family,  causing an immediate and essential change in the financial situation of the student and/or his/her family. 
2. As a non-exhaustive example, we list the following cases:
· illness of the student;
· a significant accident or surgery involving the student;
· death or the serious illness of an immediate family member or of siblings who do not live in the same household;
· unemployment, redundancy or paid mobility of a parent or other immediate family member, who produced income in the preceding fiscal year;
· loss of a home following a court ordered enforced collection action or the home was certified as being unfit for habitation as a result of an earthquake or natural disasters.
3. The benefit provided through the fund is in the form of a partial or total waiver of all fees and contributions and any penalties, except for the Regional tax for the Right to University Education and the virtual stamp duty as required by applicable legislation.

Art. 2 Recipients
1. Students entitled to apply must be enrolled in degree programmes, three-year degree programmes, master’s degree programmes and single cycle master’s degree programmes offered by the University, and shall not already hold a degree of the same level.
2. The fund is also available to students residing in areas affected by earthquakes and/or other natural disasters, provided the building in which they live has been declared unfit for habitation; the waiver of payment refers to the academic year in which the event occurred or the immediately following year. 
3. Students with a disability between 50% and 65%, recognised as at the beginning of the year, are also eligible for assistance from the fund.

Art. 3 - Recurring cases and ineligibility
1. This benefit is of an extraordinary, non-recurring nature and is granted exclusively with regard to the first degree of each level of study. 
2. The benefit cannot be granted more than once for the same reason while the same study programme is ongoing.
3. The students who are recipients of benefits from the Regional Agency for the Right to University Education are not eligible for funds from the solidarity fund in the years during which they receive contributions from said Agency.

Art. 4 - Procedures for submission of an application and deadlines
1. Applications for fund assistance must be compiled on the specific form attached hereto and must be sent exclusively from a University email address email  (@student.unisi.it ) as follows: fondo.solidarieta@unisi.it  
2. The deadlines for the submission of the application are: 

· FIRST DEADLINE  5 September 2018 
· SECOND DEADLINE	 5 November 2018
3. The application must be accompanied by:
· detailed documentation proving the serious personal, family or financial occurrence (e.g. ISEE - equivalent economic situation indicator - form, certificates from specialist doctors, unemployment certificate of the family members, letter of termination, etc.).
4. The interested party shall ensure that the application was received, by contacting the Scholarships and grants office, www.unisi.it/borse ; the University of Siena shall not be liable for failure to receive applications due to the fault of third parties or on account of technical reasons precluding the transmission thereof.

Art. 5 - Evaluation of applications
4. The applications will be assessed by a specific Committee composed of a person delegated by the Rector, student representatives of the Board of Directors and the Manager of the Scholarships and grants office, who will also keep records of the meeting, as the secretary. 
5. The Committee may also be attended by the person delegated by the Rector who is in charge of disabled student access and attendance, when applications are submitted by disabled students with a degree of disability from 50% to 65%.
6. The Committee also considers the outcome of examinations taken and the actual need of the student, in relation to his or her ability to conclude his/her studies. 
7. The Committee also takes into account any forms of contribution provided by the University or other Italian or foreign institutions, which the student can apply for.
8. The Committee may request any other element it considers expeditious to its evaluation.

Art. 6 - Personal data processing
1. The University hereby informs applicants that the provisions set forth under Legislative Decree 196/2003 “Personal Data Protection Code” will apply to this procedure.
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
