ART.1 - PREMISES

ART.6 - EXTERNAL COLLABORATIONS
The Department, within the framework of this contract and for specific needs, may make use of professional external collaborations that will be activated and managed in accordance with the Regulations of the University of Siena.
ART.7 - CONFIDENTIALITY 
The Department and the staff involved, and the Client are under the obligation to respect the conditions of non-rivalry and confidentiality. The Representatives of the Department and the Client must ensure that all the information they have knowledge of during the course of the provision of services, will not be disclosed to third parties, during the period of validity of the Contract  (if the client requests a further extension, this must not exceed five years from the expiration of the contract).
Each Party shall keep the data, information, designs and all material owned by the Party itself (collectively “Confidential Information”) confidential and shall not use the Confidential Information of the other Party except for purposes related to the subject matter of this agreement.
However, no obligation of confidentiality and non-use will be applied to the information for which it can be demonstrated by written evidence that: (I) at the time of the first disclosure, were already in the possession of the receiving Party, or (II) which were already in the public domain at the time they were disclosed, not because of the receiving Party, or (III) which were received from a third party that did not acquire them directly or indirectly from the Parties, or (IV) which were developed by the receiving Party without reference to the Confidential Information of the Party that made them public.
ART.8 - LIABILITY AND RISKS
The Client is relieved of any liability for any damages that may arise regarding the personnel of the Department employed in the teaching activity in question unless such damages are attributable to culpable conduct of the same Client.
The Department will provide at its own expense the accident insurance coverage of its personnel participating in the activities covered by this contract.
The Client will provide at its own expense insurance coverage against accidents of its personnel who, within the framework of this contract, were operating in the structures of the Department.
With regard to risks, accidents, hygiene and safety at work, the Client and the Department implement the requirements of current legislation regarding their competence.
ART.9 - OWNERSHIP OF THE RESULTS AND THEIR PUBLICATION
All partial and final results directly deriving from this contract will be the exclusive property of the client who may freely use them, it being understood that, unless specific written agreements between the parties, the direct use of the name and/or logo of the University of Siena for advertising purposes is excluded.
The owner of the property rights deriving from the exploitation of Patents obtained from the activity covered by this contract is the client, who may request patent protection in the countries and in the manner he deems most appropriate, without prejudice to the moral right recognized to the inventors.
The Department may use exclusively for its own internal research purposes the reports and/or results deriving from the activity covered by this contract; if the Department intends to proceed with any publication/scientific dissemination concerning the results deriving from the activity covered by this Contract, it must give written notice to the client in order to obtain prior written consent that will not be reasonably denied and will be linked to strict considerations on the protection and exploitation of intellectual property and on the industrial development of said results.
ART.10 - TERMINATION FOR NON-COMPLIANCE
If one of the Parties fails to comply with its contractual obligations, the other Party - without resorting to any legal procedure - may rightfully terminate or denounce the contract subject to notice to comply. In such cases, both the declaration of termination and the notice to comply must be communicated to the other party with a certified e-mail message.
ART.11 - WITHDRAWAL
The Client and the Department may withdraw from this contract, with notice of at least…. (indicate a reasonable term) , by means of communication to be transmitted by certified e-mail message.
In the event of withdrawal in accordance with the preceding paragraph, the Client shall pay the Department the amount of the expenses incurred and committed, based on the contract, until the moment of receipt of the notice of withdrawal  (in this case a clause could be agreed with the contractor that, in accordance with the provisions of Article 1671 of the Italian Civil Code, in the event of withdrawal of the client, provides for the payment to the department of an additional amount as compensation for the withdrawal, an amount that can also be predetermined at a flat rate in a percentage of the total consideration provided for by the contract) .
 Art. 12- PERSONAL DATA PROCESSING 
The Parties qualify as independent data controllers pursuant to art. 4, par. 1, let. 7) of Regulation (EU) 2016/679 "General Data Protection Regulation" (GDPR). The Parties mutually acknowledge to know and apply, within their own organizations, the provisions of the aforementioned Regulation and those of Legislative Decree of 30 June 2003, no. 196 "Personal Data Protection Code " and subsequent amendments and additions
Limited to the conclusion and management of the contractual relationship, the persons acting on behalf of the Contracting Parties declare that they are informed about the use of their personal data. Personal data are collected, recorded, rearranged, stored, and used for activities functional to the conclusion and execution of the contractual relationship between the same Parties and for any publication requirements provided for by current legislation on administrative transparency. 

Art. 13- Disputes 
For any dispute that may arise in relation to this contract, the Court of Siena will have jurisdiction.
ART.14 - TAX CHARGES
This contract is subject to registration in case of use pursuant to Presidential Decree no. 131/86, with expenses borne by the requesting party. It is drawn up in a single original in digital format pursuant to art. 21 Legislative Decree no. 82/2005 (Digital Administration Code) and subsequent amendments  and is subject to stamp duty to which the Customer will provide notice of payment to the Department.
Although the clauses of this contract result from the negotiation of the Parties, they declare, pursuant to and for the purposes of articles 1341 and 1342 of the Civil Code, to expressly approve the provisions contained in articles 7 (confidentiality), 8 (liability and risks), 9 (ownership of the results and their publication), 10 (termination for non-compliance), 11 (withdrawal), 12 (processing of personal data)
